The text is in Latin, of course, and the key
is B flat major; the very successful result of this musical marriage re-
quires an accomplished singer, but the fusion of the music and text is
itself admirably accomplished here, and the result is a version that both
deserves and should enjoy wide appeal. - Robert Matthew-Walker
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
